Dalworthington Gardens 75th Celebration

If we lived in Europe, a city only 75 years old would not be the norm!

Their towns and villages are very much older than 75! Their historic

cities boast of traditions, centuries-old buildings and stories told by their

elders of hardships and joys. DWG, though only 75 in June 2011, also has

stories to tell. So let us begin ...

DWG started as a Federal Subsistence Homestead program

established by FDR in the early 1930’s. The choice of the original parcel

of land, not even two square miles, came about through a chance visit by

Eleanor Roosevelt. Carl and Lelia Mosig owned a house and some land

on the north side of Arkansas next door to the present Green’s Produce.

While visiting with the Mosig’s, from that vantage point Eleanor looked

to the south and saw garden possibilities and recommended the area for

the New Deal program. It was on June 1, 1936 that the Dalworthington

Homestead Association signed a management contract and deed of trust

note promising to pay the Resettlement Administration $143,000 over a

40-year period, plus 3% annual interest. (Can you imagine purchasing a

whole city for that amount?) Monthly payments by the DWG property

owners averaged $15 - $18 plus $2.50 management fee. In 1949, DWG

was incorporated as a city. DWG celebrates its founding on June 1. Thus,

June 1, 2011 will be DWG’s 75th Anniversary.

On these 600 acres, ... 79 houses were built, ... gardens were planted,

... animals were raised, ... school children were transported to various

schools, ... men carpooled or took the interurban to Fort Worth to work, ...

and our little town began to be a real community. The residents gathered

when they could at the Community House (where the present DWG City

Hall stands today) to visit, enjoy potluck dinners, games, dances and to

establish a government for our DWG.

Those persons who first bought property in DWG had to be of “good

report” and willing to till the ground, maintain their homes and the property.

Being in the depths of the Great Depression, it was important to

encourage the residents to grow their own food and perhaps share it with

others.

More stories will be told as we move along toward what can be a

truly magnificent Celebration of DWG honoring those who established

our little city and learning more about the place we call home.

To pay your water bills by credit card, Call Government Payment Service, 1-888-604-7888 24 hours or go to: www.governmentpayment.com.  Have the Pay Location Code when paying: 1019.

A fee of 5% of the total amount for this service will be added to the total amount charged. Credit Cards accepted include:  Discover, Mastercard, Visa, and American Express.

REMINDER:  No watering from 10:00 A.M. - 6:00 P.M. except for hand watering and the use of soaker hoses, this is year round.  Residents with sprinkler and irrigation systems found watering during these hours will be fined.  There is an exemption for sodding, but the exemption must be applied for and approved by the city. It is unlawful for any person to irrigate, water, or cause or permit the irrigation or watering of any lawn or landscape between the hours of 10:00 A.M. and 6:00 P.M.
Water Conservation Tips

· Limit outdoor watering- Try to water in the evening or early morning when temperatures are cooler.  Evaporation from the sun and wind can cause 30% of water released by sprinkler and irrigation systems to be wasted during the day.     
· Direct rain gutters on your home towards grass or other unpaved area, so that the water can soak into the ground
